Mr. Schulze came back to school yester-
day after taking two weeks off from school to
recover from ankle surgery.

Since the surgery, it has been a little diffi-
cult for him to get around. He was able to
attend the Gala on October 4 and last week's
"Back to School” night in a wheelchair. He
wears a cast that goes from his knee to his
toes.

"l didn't expect to be away from school
this long,” says Mr. Schulze. "I thought it
was just going to be for a few weeks and then
I would be back into it."

Mr. Schulze injured his ankle as a wres-
tling coach many, many years ago. With this
surgery, bones in the ankle area were fused

together to correct damage caused over time
and to prevent his ankle from getting worse.
