To no surprise, pilots and flight engi-
neers have one of the most dangerous jobs
available. Unpredictable weather threatens
the lives of pilots with occasional system
failures to curse the plane. Test pilots are
in the most risk because they are testing
out new and experimental planes,
including crop dusters that allow the pilots
to be exposed to deadly toxins. It is esti-
mated that 88 workers will die out of
100,000 people in these positions.
Fishermen and fishing workers have the
greatest fatality rate of all the careers in the
States. These men have to brave
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horrendous weather hundreds of miles
away from shore with usually no available
help. The crews are in danger of falling or
tripping on slippery decks which will in-
jure a person or send them flying over-
board. Malfunctioning fishing gear or get-
ting caught in nets are other possibilities.
Death estimations show that 142 people
will die out of every 100,000 fisherman.

In my case, | was pretty lucky; my job-finding
experience wasn't too painful. | only applied for
one job, was called in for one interview, and a
few weeks later they called me back to give me
the job. That's usually how it would work if you
applied to work somewhere like a supermarket or
restaurant. You go to where you would like to
work, ask for a job application, fill that out, give
it back, pray that they call you to have an inter-
view (which could be a group interview like mine
was, a one-on-one meeting in person, or even on
the telephone), and hope that you get the job.
Every place will be different, though. During the
interview, your potential employer learns enough
about you to decide whether he or she should hire
you. You should be prepared to answer some
questions that they will most certainly ask you.

Common Interview Questions

Can you tell me a little about yoself?

Be honest! You're almost guaranteed to get this
question. 1 know it's hard to resist embellishing
yourself even just a little, but you should really
avoid doing it. Your little lies about yourself
might catch up to you later. The person inter-
viewing you may also be catching on to your lies
during the interview. Also, don't tell them your
life story. Just be positive, tell them about school,
a few of your hobbies, and facts about yourself
that show you're a good candidate for this job.

Why do you want to wrk here?

I remember exactly how my interviewer asked
me this question in my group interview. She
said, "Other than the fact that you need a job and

money, what reason do you have for wanting to
work with us?" It's a given that you want to work
because you need money. Give a reason related to
the job, a reason why you would want to work this
job above other jobs. If you're trying to get a job as
a waiter, you could say that you enjoy working
with people. If you would be working to stock
shelves, you could say that you enjoy keeping
things organized and are good at it.

What do you know about this copany?

Before the interview, go visit the company's web-
site. Learn some basic facts about them. How big
are they? Have they been in the news lately?
Showing knowledge of the company makes you
stand out among everyone else and shows that you
have come prepared to the interview.

How much time will you be able to gonit to the job?
You need to know ahead of time what your sche-
dule will be like. If you can only work four days a
week, you need to be honest and tell them that.
Don't tell them you can work on Sunday mornings
if you have church then. If you plan your schedule
out ahead of time, you can avoid scheduling con-
flicts in the future.

So now you know how everything will work in
getting your job, but where should you apply to?
There are a couple of things you should consider in
choosing a summer job. Consider it's location.
How far would you be working from home? How
would you get there? Would your parents drive
you, or is there a car that you can use to go to work
when you need to? You don't want to pick a job
that is far away, because you'll end up wasting
more money on gas just to get there. Also consider
the type of work you will be doing. It should be

something that you can at least tolerate
doing. You might be flipping burgers,
stocking shelves, or talking to people.
You're not always going to enjoy every
single day at your job, but if the tasks
you'll be involved in can be something
that you at least remotely like, that will
make the job just a little better. For
example, if you're a die-hard vegeta-
rian, don't apply for a job at Burger
King.

There's plenty of pluses to getting
yourself a job. Depending on the job,
you may get the opportunity to make
some new friends. You'll definitely be
out of the house more (which is a plus
for many of us). And who knows,
maybe this summer job will turn into a
job that you can keep through the
school year. Sooner or later you will
need to get a job anyway. If you have
decided that you would like to start a
job somewhere during the summer, the
time to start applying is now. After
school ends, everyone else will begin
looking for a job. Apply to a few dif-
ferent places now as the school year is
rounding up.

* There are laws that restrict the kinds of jobs
14- and 15-year-olds can have and how frequently
they can work. Also, as a 14- or 15- year old, you
must have a work permit (also known as an em-
ployment certificate). The whole process of get-
ting it is not complicated and is well worth your
time, because then you can enter the job area
earlier.
